Hello All,

There are just 14 weeks remaining until the Marconi Centennial!  There has been a lot of behind the scenes planning going on making preparations for this to happen.  Funds from a government grant have been spend to obtain enough equipment for two complete HF stations to be permanently installed at the Cape Cod National Seashores Park.  These stations will have all band capability from 160 Meters through 70 CM.  This station will also have satellite capability.  We have two TS-2000's complete with Amplifiers!

Most of the antennas and towers are ready to be installed at the Coast Guard building overlooking Coast Guard Beach.  We are planning to have a work party on Sunday October 20th.  The purpose of this work party will be to install the two portable towers.  We will be installing the C-3 Tribander and six meter beam on one tower.  The other tower will be installed on the 20th and will have a C-4 beam installed at a later date.

We will need to have quite a bit of help to get this completed on the 20th.  There are several people who have already committed to be there that morning including K1VV, K1RV, K1DC, K1WCC and N1DT.

This e-mail is being sent out to all Marconi Radio Club members and other hams who have expressed an interest in participating in this event.  If you have never been to this site before; now would be a great time to see it.  The view out over the Atlantic is spectacular.  We will be operating from January 11 - 19th, 2003 within a few miles of where Marconi had his success in 1903.

There is a huge amount of work required to make something like this work.  We will need lots of help along the way.  We have received commitments from K1HTN, N1FY, W1YR and K1RV to spend much of that week onsite during January.  Please contact me it you would like to commit to an operating timeslot.  We will need SSB, CW and FM operators.  We will also be concentrating on Satellite operations culminating with an ISS contact!

SINGAPORE, 9V.  Sasi, 9V1SM is QRV on 40 to 6 meters, using mainly SSB.  He may soon be active using PSK31 as well.  QSL via W3HNK.
