The International Radio Emergency Support Coalition (IRESC) and the Salvation Army Team Emergency Response Network (SATERN) are both active supporting Haiti Earthquake Operations. Indirect contact has been established via email and second hand reporting and info as relayed by SATERN to IRESC and by IRESC operators. Direct contact to the affected area is being attempted by both groups.

The *WX_TALK* Echolink conference node: 7203/IRLP 9219 reflector system has been connected directly to the *IRESC* echolink conference node: 278173 for listen only purposes. It will remain connected for as long as IRESC is active. Anyone with emergency/priority traffic or health and welfare traffic should connect directly to *IRESC* echolink conference node: 278173. SATERN is active on HF and has performed liasion with IRESC. Per the SATERN web site, SATERN activities are active on 14.235 MHz Primary for daytime operations and 7265 and 3977.7 Khz for evening and night time operations. Information on SATERN can be seen via the following link:

Any net controls and individuals that either have direct contact with Haiti or have relays into Haiti are strongly encouraged to support SATERN and IRESC with their operations. ARLX002 IARU Region 2 Requests Frequencies Be Kept Clear After

Massive Earthquake Strikes Haiti

On Tuesday, January 12 at 4:53 PM Haiti time (2153 UTC), a magnitude

7.0 earthquake hit 10 miles (15 kilometers) west of Port-au-Prince,

the island nation's capital. Communications in and out of Haiti have

been disrupted. No word has been received as of yet from any of

Haitian Amateur Radio operators. The ARRL encourages US amateurs to

be aware of the emergency operations on the following frequencies:

7.045 and 3.720 MHz (IARU Region 2 nets), 14.265, 7.265 and 3.977

MHz (SATERN nets), and 14.300 MHz (Intercontinental Assistance and

Traffic Net).  The International Radio Emergency Support Coalition

(IRESC) is also active on EchoLink node 278173.

IARU Region 2 Area C Emergency Coordinator, Arnie Coro, CO2KK, is

coordinating a multi-national response by hams. There are organized

nets on 7.045 and 3.720 MHz; amateurs are asked to monitor the

frequencies, but to also keep them clear of non-essential traffic.

Amateur Radio operators should also be aware that emergency traffic

pertaining to the Haitian earthquake is expected on the SATERN

frequencies of 14.265 MHz, 7.265 MHz and 3977 MHz, according to

SATERN's leader, Major Pat McPherson. The Salvation Army is

accepting health and welfare traffic requests on its Web site.

Amateur Radio Emergency Communications Workshop Saturday 1/23/10 in Middleboro Massachusetts 
There will be an Emergency Communications Workshop on Saturday January 23rd, 
2010 from 9:00 AM-4:00 PM at the Eastern Bank Building (3rd Floor) at 1 
South Main Street in Middleboro Massachusetts. This session is being put on by the 
ARES Section Staff through the efforts of South Shore Massachusetts ARES 
District Emergency Coordinator Phil McNamara, N1XTB, and Eastern 
Massachusetts ARES Assistant Section Emergency Coordinator, Carl Aveni, N1FY.
This Emergency Communications Workshop will provide the background and 
information to serve Amateur Radio Operators when they need to respond to a 
communications emergency or when supplemental communications via Amateur 
Radio is required. It will feature an Introduction and Conclusion to 
Emergency Communications, and five 1-hour training sessions on topics 
including:
Overview of Eastern Massachusetts ARES-RACES-SKYWARN Programs
Net Operations
NTS Traffic Message Handling
Basic Overview of ICS
Go Kits
This training will also feature a 1-hour lunch that will be provided at no 
coerced cost to any Amateur who attends the session. The presentations will 
be given by other Amateur Operators well versed in the topics listed above.
 The training will be a worthwhile endeavor not just for emergency 
communicators but for anyone who is an Amateur Radio Operator, and wants to 
learn more about the hobby.  
Pre-registration is required as the location has limited seating of  approximately 30  persons. Pre-register by Monday January 18th, 2010 to assure the meeting place 
is setup properly and we have enough refreshments for breaks between 
lectures and for the lunch break. We will, however, accept any last minute 
pre-registrations after that day or any walk-ins as long as space permits.
Directions to the Eastern Bank Building in Middleborough  (Middleboro).

From the North: (Brockton, Bridgewater, Raynham etc.)

Take Rte 28 or 495  South to Rte 105. 

From the South: Take Rte 28 or 495 North to Rte 105

From the West: Follow Rte 44 East to Middleboro Circle

then Rte 28 South to 105.

At Rte 105 follow it North to Middleboro Center  (about .six-tenths of a mile

from Rte 28 and 1.2 miles from 495) .

From the East : (Plymouth, Kingston etc.)  take Rte 44 West

to Rte 105. Turn left onto Rte105 and follow it South for 2.1 miles

to Middleboro Center.

Middleboro Center is the junction of North & South Main Sts. (Rte 105)

and Center & Wareham Sts. There is a set of traffic lights.

The Eastern Bank Building is a brownstone building at the

corner of South Main and Center Sts.  The entrance to the upper floors

is at 20 Center Street under the ATM sign. 

 Once inside the lobby, go through the glass door marked Town Offices.  

At the end of the hall there is an elevator or if you are so inclined there are stairs.

Go to the third floor. For the meeting room go to the right and then left.  

Parking:  Parking is available on the street, in a small lot in back

of the building or in a larger municipal lot  whose entrance is a few doors up

Center Street on the right at the Sovereign Bank building.

Public Service: MARS Gets New Name As It Fine Tunes Mission

On Wednesday, December 23, the Department of Defense (DoD) issued an Instruction concerning MARS, effective immediately. This Instruction gives the three MARS services -- Army, Air Force and Navy/Marine Corps -- a new focus on homeland security and a new name: Military Auxiliary Radio System. The Instruction is the first major revision to MARS since January 26, 1988 -- as such, the first revision since the 9/11 attacks and Hurricane Katrina, two major events that changed the way Amateur Radio dealt with emergency communications. In the past, MARS had focused primarily on emergency communications and health and welfare support. The DoD's Instruction now directs the three MARS services to provide "contingency radio communications" to support US government operations, DoD components and "civil authorities at all levels," providing for national security and emergency preparedness events. MARS units will still continue to provide health and welfare communications support "to military members, civilian employees and contractors of DoD Components, and civil agency employees and contractors, when in remote or isolated areas, in contingencies or whenever appropriate." MARS must also be capable of operation in "radio only" modes -- without landlines or the Internet -- and sustainable on emergency power (when public utility power has failed); some MARS stations must be transportable for timely deployment. NCVEC Releases New Technician Class Question Pool

The Question Pool Committee (QPC) of the National Conference of Volunteer Examiner Coordinators (NCVEC) released the new Technician class (Element 2) question pool on Monday, January 4. This new question pool will become effective for all examinations administered on or after July 1, 2010; it will remain valid until June 30, 2014. The current Technician question pool that became effective July 1, 2006 will expire June 30, 2010. The new Technician pool contains approximately 400 questions, from which 35 are selected for an Element 2 examination; it will contain graphics and diagrams, something new for this element. The current General class question pool was effective July 1, 2007 and is valid through June 30, 2011. The current Amateur Extra class pool was effective July 1, 2008 and is valid until June 30, 2012.
