Field Day 2007 Notes 

Well, I think we did have some fun.  Field Day 2007 at the Bridgewater EOC enjoyed the

presence of 20 operators and visitors.  We had quite the visitor stream of past

and present EMA ARRL Section folks, Mike Nielsen W1MPN -past SM, Phil 

Temples K9HI-Past SM and current Affiliated Club Coordinator and Rob 

Macedo KD1CY, Section Emergency Coordinator and Assistant Section 

manager all stopped by and enjoyed some wonderful food Saturday evening.

  

Thanks to Judi Follet for the tasty American Chop Suey and to Clare McNamara for the Chicken Divan.  The assortment of other sandwiches and goodies was enjoyed by all.

Our visitors helped us out with operation also!  Phil K9HI did some CW QSO's and Rob KD1CY worked HF voice.

There was a little bit of extra work preparing for field day this year.  The club uses the program CT for field day QSO logging.  With the introduction of Class F (EOC) stations, CT needed to be upgraded.  There was a string of downloads and fresh installs of CT on both Don's laptop and the club laptop to CT version 9.92 for DOS.

Setup on Field day was a little extra work also.  The inverted V antenna that was first hauled up via a rope thrown down from the roof didn't perform.  This antenna was swapped out for the spare dipole in the equipment closet.  The dipole did an OK job for HF voice operation once we figured out that the tuner provided by Gil for the Icom 706 wasn't tightly connected. 

Don K1DC did his usual superb job working the HF CW station and garnered 391 QSO's. We used the first 5 of those QSO's for the 100 point alternate power QSO 

credit. His rig was actually powered most of Saturday afternoon by the solar system.

In spite of difficult 6 meter propagation, Steve N1JFU made 10 QSO's and the first 2 meter QSO and did his share of time on HF voice. Of course Gil handled our 11 NTS messages used for extra credit. Gil did a great job before and during field day. He handled the information table handouts, and set up the demonstration computer to showcase APRS and Winlink message handling.  He had a great audience of Timothy McLaughlin, a teenager studying for his ham ticket.

The hardest part of field day for me was the weekend of July 7 and 8.  

Dup logs were exported from CT. NTS messages were scanned into .jpg files, The hand 

logs were retyped as dup logs so they could be filed electronically. Some .jpg photograph files were assembled to provide supporting documentation. Emails were traded with Gil to confirm the details on the demonstration mode credits claimed. Our total point score this year was less than the 3090 we submitted in 2006.This year our total claimed is 2756. The difference was primarily due to fewer voice QSO's. Finally, on Sunday afternoon July 8, the package with supporting documentation was submitted electronically to the ARRL.

Nuclear Power Station FEMA graded drill in Carver on July 14 . It shows

Al Drollett W1SM and Loren Pimental N1IQI in the EOC communications 

room.  Phil McNamara N1XTB acted as RACES Communications officer. 

Hams as RACES operators provide communication support for the

Pilgrim Emergency plan in a number of communities surrounding the

power plant.  The drill participants and observers included the Town of Carver Emergency Manager and staff, the Civil Air Patrol, MEMA, FEMA and 

observers from the Banstable County Sheriff's office. The Town of Carver operates a Transportation Staging area with buses and vans as part of the Emergency plan.

FCC Enforcement Actions

In May and June of this year, the FCC's Enforcement Bureau, Spectrum

Enforcement Division, sent out radio amateur enforcement correspondence

via certified mail to four hams and one commercial company regarding

alleged misuse of Amateur Radio activities.

In two unrelated cases, letters were sent to William E. Westley, Jr,

AF4GC, of New Port Richey, Florida, and Donald E. Ellis, KB0TVP, of

Sioux Falls, South Dakota, for repeater interference and included

warnings to stay off certain repeater systems. Westley was asked by the

licensee of the W4FLG repeater to stop using the repeater. Ellis was

requested by the licensees of W0MXW and K0RGR to refrain from using said

repeaters. According to the FCC, requests to Westley and Ellis were

issued both verbally and in writing. The FCC said both Westley and Ellis

were cited for "failure to follow operational rules set forth by the

licensee/control operators of the repeater system."

Oscar Resto, KP4RF, of San Juan, Puerto Rico, was cited by the FCC from

a complaint originating with the Puerto Rico Virgin Islands Volunteer

Frequency Coordinators, Inc. They allege Resto caused "interference from

your station operating at 145.450 MHz to coordinated repeater KP4IA,

operating at 144.770 MHz." According to the FCC, PVRI has found and

coordinated another frequency pair for Resto "that would cure the

present interference problem, as well as another interference situation

involving other coordinated repeater stations." The FCC requests that

Resto "either resolve the interference problem or comply with the

frequency' coordinator's recommended frequency change by midnight July

1, 2007."

The FCC also sent a letter to Mark F. Hubeny, N9ZHW, citing the

"operation of your Amateur Radio station on non-Amateur Radio

frequencies," resulting in "deliberate interference. Although the

complaints relate to non-Amateur operation, if true they raise serious

question regarding your qualifications to remain an Amateur licensee."

The FCC requested Hubeny to respond to the FCC within 20 days of receipt

of the letter to fully address the complaint. He was also asked to

clarify his mailing address for his amateur license.

In a complaint against Tennessee Steel Haulers of Nashville, Tennessee,

the FCC notes that "one of your drivers has been operating radio

equipment without a license on 28.085 MHz and causing interference to

licensed stations in the Ten Meter Amateur Band." The letter goes on to

state that the driver was observed operating on May 3, 2007 on

Interstate 85 in Gastonia, North Carolina. The penalty for such actions

include fine or imprisonment, as well as seizure of any non-certified

radio transmitting equipment. Fines can range from $7500-$10,000.

Kenwood Purported to Merge with JVC in 2008 
A consumer electronic magazine, This Week in Consumer Electronics

(TWICE), reports that Kenwood has agreed to merge in 2008 with Victor

Company of Japan (JVC) under a holding company. JVC is owned by

Matsushita Electric Industrial Company. Japan's Nikkei business

newspaper reports that the final details should be worked out by the end

of the month, and that under the plan, Kenwood will buy 20 billion yen

($161,469,466) in JVC shares as early as this summer, raising its stake

to 13 percent. Matsushita will also sell part of its 52.7 percent of JVC

to Kenwood's top shareholder, the Sparx Group. When JVC and Kenwood

integrate operations under the holding company in 2008, Matsushita will

sell the rest of its JVC shares to the holding company to complete the

transaction. The holding company's stock will be listed instead of

Kenwood and JVC, according to Nikkei. Combined, Kenwood's and JVC's

sales are $7.3 billion dollars annually for their fiscal year that ended

March 31.
