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Register for USA and IARU-R2 ARDF Championships in Boston 
 
Registration is now open for the next USA ARDF Championships, June 5 - 7, 2009. Radio-orienteers of all skill levels will gather for two days of intense competition, first on two meters and then on 80 meters. The events are open to all persons, with or without a ham license. This year's USA Championships are being combined with the championships of International Amateur Radio Union Region 2 (North and South America). Visitors from any country are welcome. 
 
Organizing and hosting the 2009 championships is Vadim Afonkin KB1RLI, one of USA's most accomplished radio-orienteers. As a youth, he learned ARDF and won awards for it in his native Russia. After coming t  America, h  first participated i  USA's national championships i  2003, where h  won silver and bronze medals i  the five-fox M21 category.  He has competed i  M21 a  every USA championships since then and has had the best five-fox time o  all stateside participants every time.  Last year, h  finished i  fifth place worldwide i  the M40 category o  80 meters a  the ARDF World Championships i  Korea. 
 
Site of the contests will be the Blue Hills Reservation, a 7000-acre open space that is about ten miles south of downtown Boston. Effective immediately, the Reservation area is off limits for anyone who will be competing in the 2009 USA ARDF Championships. To avoid any unfair advantage, potential competitors may not go to this site until competition time. 
 
To encourage first-timers and foreign visitors, the competition fee will be waived for persons who have never participated in the USA ARDF Championships and for persons coming from outside North America. Those persons will have the option of purchasing event T-shirts. The competition fee for all others will be $50 per person, including T-shirt.

JUDGE RULES IN FAVOR OF AMATEUR IN PALMDALE ANTENNA SUPPORT STRUCTURE CASE 
 
On Friday, February 6, Los Angeles Superior Court Judge David Yaffe
issued a ruling in favor of Alec Zubarau, WB6X, of Palmdale, California,
in Zubarau's case against the City of Palmdale. Last year,
after Zubarau received a valid building permit from the City to erect an
antenna support structure, the City of Palmdale revoked Zubarau's
building permit after he had erected the tower.

 According to Zubarau's attorney, Len Shaffer, WA6QHD, the Court's ruling invalidates the actions of the City in revoking Zubarau's permit and requires the City
to allow him to replace the tower. the Court also found that "unsubstantiated

 Complaints by neighbors and anecdotal reports of transmissions interfering with
other electrical equipment or posing health and safety concerns" did not
constitute substantial evidence. Yaffe's ruling stated that Palmdale's
ordinance requiring that amateur antennas be compatible with the
surrounding neighborhood with respect to visual and other impacts is
void, since it may not constitute the minimum practicable regulation as
required under the California state statute.

The judge further found that the City's decision to eliminate the tower violates the express requirements of California's PRB-1 equivalent statute that was enacted in 2003, but had yet to be used in a court case.

Phil N1XTB holds an Extra Class license and lives in Middleboro with his wife Clare and his 6 year old son Philip.  Phil N1XTB runs his own computer business and can usually be found  monitoring the Bridgewater 147.180 MHz REPEATER.

for the Eastern Massachusetts section of ARES.


Phil N1XTB has been a volunteer for the Bridgewater Emergency Management Agency (EMA) – Radio Amateur Civil Emergency Service (RACES) team for years and recently helped set up a RACES team at the Carver EMA. Phil N1XTB has extensive training in emergency communications. He is also a  trained SKYWARN Observer and has been active as a SKYWARN Net Control Operator on the Bridgewater REPEATER and has helped staff the National Weather Taunton HAM desk.  


Phil N1XTB operates and maintains a 2-Meter PACKET Bulletin Board for hosting messages and sending messages via the National Traffic System. He also operates and maintains a system on VHF and HF for Air Force MARS as part of the Air Force MARS Winlink 2000/Airmail digital network.

Phil N1XTB has assembled a Go Kit (his radios in a Box) that consists of HF, VHF and UHF transceivers along with a PACKET Terminal Node Controller (TNC) that connects to his portable computer.  He has brought his Go Kit, along with a portable solar panel and battery power supply, to the Whitman and other area club meetings, for Show and Tell, while giving presentations on Emergency Power Backup systems and Winlink 2000. His Go Kit has been used at Public Service Events like local road races, the Boston Marathon and the recent Gardner Ice Storm ARES Deployment. Of special interest -  Phil’s N1XTB home radio shack has a solar power system as one of  it’s power sources.

There is a growing need for Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) backup emergency communication in this area. Phil N1XTB was instrumental in designing and debugging the Eastern Massachusetts ARES Data Base that has been offered and accepted by other states as a user-friendly custom designed database. 

Phil N1XTB maintains the ARES database that now contains over 400 names of HAMs in the Eastern Massachusetts section who have volunteered to be part of ARES.
